Cohort - The cohorts are made up of students who were registered in their first term at TJC (either fall
or spring) during the listed academic years using military benefits.

2019 - Fall 18/Spring 19
2020 - Fall 19/Spring 20
2021 - Fall 20/Spring 21
2022 - Fall 21/Spring 22
2023 - Fall 22/Spring 23

One Year Persistence Rate - The number of students from the starting Cohort who registered for
classes the next year in either the fall or spring terms divided by the total number of students in Year
Cohort.

Two Year Persistence Rate - The number of students from the starting Cohort who registered for
classes the very next year and two years after their initial enrollment in either the fall or spring terms
divided by the total number of students in Cohort.

Two Year Graduation Rate - The number of students from the starting Cohort who graduated within
the two years from the year they began at TJC.

Four Year Graduation Rate - The number of students from the starting Cohort who graduated within
the four years from the year they began at TJC.

First Year Course Completion Rate - The total number of A’s, B’s, C’s, D’s, F’s divided by the total
number of A's,B’s, C’s, D’s, F's, W’s received by the Cohort during their first year.
